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Some words to the exhibition 
 
Standing in pairs of opposites and enduring them are the main aspects of my work. The classic Tyrolean tradition and the Oberland 
dialect meet modern interpretation and contemporary discourses. My figurative painting should react to society, depict it and 
represent references. It creates space for intense, provocative color contrasts, which radically place the picture as a whole in a field 
of tension. 
 
In the exhibition I play a lot with the Tyrolean term "HOCKA LOSSA".  
The people of our social structure just have to get their mobile phone out of their pocket and you can lose yourself in another world. 
It's easy to come across issues that we find difficult to process. But on the other hand, it's also easy to make us laugh with a funny 
video. We get dozens of impressions in seconds, but after putting the cell phone aside you often have to let many things or topics 
seep through or in Tyrolean "HOCKA LOSSA". 
 
"Hocka" also means staying idle in one place for a long time. 
In Tyrol everyone is probably familiar with the term "VERHOCKA". It's hard to explain this term, but I think many people know it, 
when you meet friends, talk, have a drink, eat or play cards and completely forget the time. I wanted to capture that "feeling 
without time" and capture the moments when you just be without having to think about anything.
